but I am not sure that we are ready at the moment to put on the table, let us say, a concrete proposal
for some kind of instrument to deal with that.

I would personally be more inclined, and I think Vice-President Seféovi¢ mentioned this, to look at
the resources that are available to us today, whether in the traditional sources, say, from the
European Union - the Structural Funds and other similar envelopes, possibly under the heading of
the so-called recovery plan, and whether the funds that are there at the moment, but not yet
specifically allocated to some projects or activities, whether they could be used to help us

towards ... towards solving the problems that have been raised here.

Indeed, the European Union has loosened a number of rules governing the spending of both national
and European funds in this situation, and this flexibility essentially gives ... quite good room for
manoeuvre to use these resources to address the specific costs we have today.

Mr Zdechovsky is shaking his head here during your interview. It looked like... I would guess

it's like two tricks for every word you said. Mr Zdechovsky, tell us specifically where you disagree
with Mr Kovarik and, at the same time, on the substance that the Italian Prime Minister
mentioned in the European Parliament today.

How will it be determined which country gets how much of what, since the impact of the Russian
sanctions varies from one country to another.

So I might want to say, as someone who was on the European Union's budget committee for five
years,
that what was said before is total nonsense, total nonsense.

The European Union budget is planned for seven years, it has a certain flexibility, and out of that
flexibility I cannot really pay the costs to the Member States if energy prices go up somewhere.



I understand that many politicians (and I am not talking about my fellow MEP now, but especially
about Prime Minister Draghi) actually want to make an entrée in front of a domestic audience and
say "the European Union can help with this".

Yes, the European Union can help, for example, to make joint purchases, to reduce the price of oil,
but it cannot, as Italian politicians want to do, as is being said in the Italian debate, simply subsidise
Italian companies and Italian households, twenty or thirty per cent, to help them have lower energy
prices. This is total nonsense, it is against the budgetary rules, and anyone who wants to touch any
structural fund, I say to them: put your fingers, put your hands away, because this can never pass,
and look at the way the European Union budget is done. I think that was the level of populism that
he showed there, and I personally consider that speech after ... to be one of the most populist
speeches that the Prime Minister actually had and could have made at that moment. This is not
really about shouldering any sort of, shall I say, economic responsibility for the European Union.
But the European Union needs to look at the whole, and that is what Mari... and that is what Mr
SefEovic said, that it is important to see that the countries of Central and Eastern Europe are actually
bearing the brunt of the sanctions, so perhaps the funds that are being spent on structural funds - and
I think that is what my colleague Kolafik wanted to say - should be higher for these countries. This
means that the redistribution across the European Union of ... for example, cohesion money or other
money, and this can be done in the budget, can be much, much higher, or the - actually, the amount
that will be supported for the countries of central Europe - central and eastern Europe can be much
higher, but otherwise any subsidisation of anything, I consider that to be total nonsense, and I think
that is why we need to do these sanctions intelligently, and not, I would say, populistically. Let's
'stop the oil', but not have anything to replace it with, and thus increase the price of ... a litre of
petrol or diesel to 180 crowns, and then wonder why it has jumped so much. I just think there's a
need to really bring the system into it here.

And that's why I was shaking my head. And that's why I'm always gonna scream that I just don't
agree with this stuff. This is sheer populism and sheer ignorance of simply European budgeting.

Gentlemen, I know we could talk about this for a long time, maybe we could fill up the whole of
Events, Commentaries. This is not the last time we will be talking about this. So, for the moment,
thank you very much for being guests on Events, Commentaries - Tomds Zdechovaky and Ondrej
Kovarik.

A lovely evening, thank you for having me.
Good evening, thank you for having me.

Well, this headline hasn't changed in twelve hours.
The Chamber of Deputies is continuing its extraordinary session.
Among the main items are to be a reduction in the payment for state insurance or the abolition of

electronic registration of sales. The proceedings are accompanied by obstructions. The deputies
have been discussing only the first of the bills on the agenda since this afternoon.



Therefore, after 7 pm, at the proposal of the ruling coalition, they agreed to limit the speaking
time.

They are allowed to speak no more than twice in ten minutes during the debate on the
parliamentary amendment to the law on supported energy sources.

And now I would like to welcome another pair of guests to the Event Commentary, Jakub
Michadlek, chair of the Pirates' Club, and Radek Vondrdcek, vice-chair of the ANO movement.

Gentlemen, good evening to both of you.

Good evening.
Good evening, thank you for the invitation.

Mr Michadlek, is the Chamber still operational and functional?

Well, if I recall some of Prime Minister BabiS's pre-election speeches, where he claimed that the
Chamber was a chattering shop, or that politicians were babbling, we are now in the middle of a
speech by Andrej Babi$, which has been going on for a really long time, where he is reading some
text and the only purpose of the speech is to delay the discussion of the amendment to the Conflict
of Interest Act. That is to say, a matter that may concern him personally. I think that Parliament
should work more efficiently.

Mr Vondrdcek, the same question, is the House of Commons operational?
The House is only as active as its rules of procedure.

We have now had the opportunity throughout the day to look into the fascinating world of biomass,
because we're still debating one bill, and, quite incomprehensibly, this bill has been ordered... put
into a special session. I congratulate Mr Michalek on his ego - ego, because really, conflict of
interest is not the main reason why the opposition is talking and will talk, but of course it is the
money that is to be taken from health insurance and actually taken from health insurance
companies.

That's the main issue that's going on right now with the ... the long speeches and why the opposition
has resorted to obstruction, which is the tool that we have when we have nothing else, when we
have ultimatums from the governing coalition and the lack of any agreements and any respect.

Mr Vondrdcek, those obstructions, the programme being approved after five hours, the possibility
of negotiations at night - are you proud of your club's actions?

I particularly disagree with the fact that at all costs this must be debated at night.

We didn't agree with it, we also said it was already inconsiderate to those workers, look historically
how long it took to debate, for example, the EET, how many hours it took, but we are we didn't
push for the nightly meetings here, it just went on the next day.

I really don't know why and what is the main reason why, at any cost, the current coalition wants to
oppress by force, at any cost, and why we are sitting here at night - we have proper working hours.

Mr Vondrdcek, what if your MP, Mr Kubicek, a member of the ANO movement, had not spoken
for two hours straight. You wouldn't have to act at night, would you?



Yes, but again, the objective is different. We want somehow to be heard. That there will be some
kind of agreement and debate here - so it did not look like that at the beginning, it does not look like
that now either, and there are days when Parliament, which is a stage, becomes a battlefield.

The filibuster is the last one, and I think the night shift, ... how do you t... but who keeps talking
about sleeping bags here, it was the governing coalition, We're not proud of it, we didn't want it.
Why can't we discuss this... I don't know...

why don't we agree - that we will - by ten, by eleven. And then we'll meet the next day.

Well, my question still stands. So why is your MP talking for two hours straight - if you are so
accommodating.

Well, moreover, I thought he spoke very well, and I must commend him, he spoke to the point.

Mr Michadlek, the Opposition complains, among other things (not that it has been said directly
now, but ...but it has been said during the day), that you do not communicate with them enough.
Are you communicating?

I think that's clearly a proxy problem. If you look at the paper that is now being debated in the
House of Commons, that paper is about one and a half pages of legislative text. It is a very short bill
and, in fact, we have been debating it for many, many hours. There were five hours of discussion on
the programme itself, although it is not possible to table new items in an extraordinary sitting, so it
is really just obstruction, it is straw-manning, and there was no representative of the ANO
movement behind me personally who wanted to discuss anything, the law has been lying around for
quite a long time, a number of these laws have been lying around for a long time,

For example, the conflict of interest has been lying around for over a year and I think that the issue
with - with the health insurance companies, whether they will have CZK 50 billion or CZK 40
billion in their accounts, in any case, health insurance and health care are secured, nobody has to
worry about that.

So, I think that there is someone who doesn't really understand why the ANO movement is
obstructing, and really the only reason - and we know this from some behind-the-scenes
information, of course - is that in the current ANO movement the change in the conflict of interest
law is... a thing that the train doesn't go through.

So, they don't like the fact that asset declarations will be published, that politicians will not be able
to own media houses and that members of the government will not be able to take public contracts
and ... and public subsidies.

So let's be clear, there's a filibuster going on in the House of Commons right now over this, and it's
certainly not about ... it's not about any ego, it's just excuses.

Mr Vondrdcek, can you say that you are not bothered by the law on conflict of interest?

The... conflict of interest is somewhere... up to the fourth point or the fifth point. We are primarily
interested in what my colleague here does not want to talk about, which is that these health
insurance companies have already been last year-21 billion-that they have reserves, but those
reserves will not last forever. The fact that they want to take away what the previous government
gave them would be debatable. That in itself is debatable.



But at the moment, when we have over 300,000 refugees, patients who maybe ... are not so good
at ... at prevention, not so good at screening and - and the system has to take care of them somehow,
to take money away from insurance companies in this situation is pure madness.

Mr Vondrdcek, I understand that you may be more comfortable talking about health insurance
companies at this point - and I will get to that - but I was asking about something else, I was
asking about the Conflict of Interest Act. That you want what Mr Michdlek is saying, that you
really do not want to just delay or prevent the passage of this bill at all because you and your
leader do not like it.

Mr Michalek is pursuing his own objectives, I think that, in general, in a situation where we have
our extraordinary meeting here, and this coalition (????) orders us to have it at 12 o'clock on a
Friday, that is really - you think that is a helpful step...

No work at 12 o'clock on a Friday?

Well, do you think that the energy crisis, the various topics that we have proposed there, that they
are less important than, say, biomass?

[Stressful question. Wrong form for a neutral. The speaker realised this during the speech and
"important" is now correct.]

No, I'm asking about the 12 o'clock you mentioned, so, we all work at 12 o'clock on Fridays,
right, that's normal...

I do ... I can say, with the experience of the former Speaker of the House, that when somebody
asked for an emergency meeting, the first thing I did was to get on the phone with the mover and
seek an agreement with the mover ... You can ask anybody.

Okay, so... Let's be factual... let's be factual...

The health insurance companies, Mr. Vondrdcek, have fifty-two billion in reserves,
the freeze is 14 billion, so what's the problem?

The 14, that's basically just a part of it, I'm telling you, the reserves were already -21 last year, the
reserves will run out. And then what are we going to do? Are we going to charge for health care?
That's already been done here, some right-wing governments have wanted to do that. I don't know if
the Pirates will be in favour of charging for healthcare, since they are a far-left party...
